10 Teach me to do what you want,  
    because you are my God.  
    May your good Spirit  
    lead me on a level path.

SCRIPTURE TO READ: 

 18 "But we want you to know this. Even if we knew that our God wouldn't save us, we still 
wouldn't serve your gods. We wouldn't worship the gold statue you set up."  

 19 Then Nebuchadnezzar's anger burned against Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego. The look 
on his face changed. And he ordered that the furnace be heated seven times hotter than usual. 
20 He also gave some of the strongest soldiers in his army a command. He ordered them to tie 
up Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego. Then he told his men to throw them into the blazing 
furnace. 21 So they were tied up. Then they were thrown into the furnace. They were wearing 
their robes, pants, turbans and other clothes.  

 22 The king's command was carried out quickly. The furnace was so hot that its flames killed the 
soldiers who threw Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego into it. 23 So the three men were firmly 
tied up. And they fell into the blazing furnace.
