Jonathan Saves a Friend’s Life (Friendliness) 
 
 

SCRIPTURE:  From 1 Samuel 18, 19 
 
KEY VERSE:  “A friend loves you all the time.”  Proverbs 17:17 
 
 
SCRIPTURE TO SHARE: 
 
 “When David finished talking with Saul, Jonathan felt very close to David.  He loved 
David as much as he loved himself.   Saul kept David with him from that day on.  He did no let 
David go home to his father’s house.  Jonathan made an agreement with David.  He did this 
because he loved David as much as himself.  He took off his coat and gave it to David.  He also 
gave David his uniform, including his sword, bow, and belt.  So Saul watched David closely from 
then on.  He was jealous of him.” 
(Chapter 19): 
 “Saul told his son Jonathan and all his servants to kill David.  But Jonathan cared very 
much for David.  So he warned David, ‘My father Saul is looking for a chance to kill you.  Watch 
out in the morning.  Hide in a secret place.  I will go out and stand with my father in the field 
where you are hiding.  I’ll talk to him about you.  Then I’ll let you know what I find out.’  Jonathan 
talked to Saul his father.  He said good things about David.  Jonathan said, ‘You are the king.  
Don’t do wrong to your servant David.  He did nothing wrong to you.  What he did has helped 
you greatly.  David risked his life when he killed Goliath the Philistine.  The Lord won a great 
victory for all Israel.  You saw it, and you were happy.  Why would you do wrong against David?  
He’s innocent.  There’s no reason to kill him!’  Saul listened to Jonathan.  Then he made this 
promise:  ‘As surely as the Lord lives, David won’t be put to death.’”
