Scripture Reference :  Luke 6:13-45 
 
Verse:   
“A tree is recognized by its own fruit.  The good m an brings good things out of  the good 
stored up in his heart, and the evil man brings evi l things out of the evil stored up in his 
heart.”  Luke 6:44,45 
 
Concept:   
A person can not hide what is in his heart.  Action s, words, and attitudes will in time 
make it obvious whether or not Jesus is Lord.

Read the Scripture reference.  If your child is old  enough to read, have them read the 
verses. 
 
To illustrate this Scripture :  (Choose from the following) 
 
 1.  If your children like to put on little plays:  have them make up a little skit 
pretending to be an apply, peach, banana etc.  They  could even draw a picture of that 
particular fruit and wear it for their play so it w ould identify what they are.  The idea of the 
play is for them to pretend they don’t like to be t hat fruit and they like the looks of 
another and want to be something different.  They t ry as hard as they can to be like a 
banana etc.   
 
 2.  Another little skit:  or you can just talk abo ut this scenario:  there is a job 
opening for a Christian.  There are either two or t hree applying for this job.  One is a 
Christian and the other two are not.  As much as th e non Christians try to act like 
Christians, it becomes obvious who should get the j ob.  What are some things that would 
show up in their lives to indicate they are or are not a Christian? 
 
 3.  Come up with one of your own. 
 
Discuss together:    
 
Whichever illustration you choose (regarding the Sc ripture reference), some discussion 
points are: 
1.  What does it mean “a tree is known by its fruit ?” 
2. How does this apply to a person? 



3.  What kind of fruit should we be producing in ou r life? 
4.  can someone who really loves Jesus keep doing b ad things? 
5.  What does it mean “actions speak louder than wo rds?” 
6.  Parent:  Take the time to let your child(ren) k now some good fruit you may see in their 
life.  Through the week, reinforce with them the go od and bad fruit that they may display.
