
FAMILY TIME WITH JESUS 
 

Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego 
 
 

Scripture:     Daniel 3 
 
Verse:   “Blessed are those who are persecuted because of righteousness, 
  for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.”    Matthew 5:10 
 
Concept:  Doing what is right will sometimes result in other  making fun of you 
  or trying to hurt you, but making godly choices w ill lead you into the 
  Lord’s blessings of protection and positive growt h in your life. 
 
Read the Scripture  regarding this account from Daniel 3. 
 
Illustration of the Scripture : 
 
 Dad and mom (or some other adults/older children) can act this portion out for the 
children.  One person to play the part of King Nebu chadnezzer and others to be the two 
singing groups, one or more soldiers, angel. 
 
King Nebuchadnezzer is throwing a party to honor hi mself.  He is sitting on his throne, 
looking in a mirror and admiring himself while also  eating some type of fruit.   
 
The evening’s entertainment begins with the first s inging group coming in to sing a song 
of praise about their king.  You can make up a tune  or words as you desire.  Another 
suggestion (option) for a song would be the followi ng which is to the tune of “Moon 
River.” 

Nebuchadnezzer, 
You’re the greatest king on the earth, 

You’re such a lovely king, to see 
We would all like to be just like you 

But no one else will ever do 
As King Nebuchadnezzer. 

 
When they are finished, everyone is clapping and ch eering and of course so is the 
king…perhaps standing and bowing acknowledging the praise given to him. 
 
The next group enters and they sing a rousing scrip ture chorus.  (You can pick one that 
your group participating knows…This is the Day migh t be a possibility).  The king gets 
very upset as he hears them sing and stops them fro m continuing and insist that they 
sing a song about him.  They tell the king they can not do that because they can only 
praise God.  The king becomes very angry and orders  that they be thrown into the fiery 
furnace made 7 times hotter than ususal. 
 
Have the soldiers take them and throw them into the  furnace.  The 3 men continue to sing 
praises to God.  After they are finished giving pra ise to God, the king orders them out 



and agrees that only the Lord God should be praised  as he sees that they were not 
harmed at all. 
 
Discussion:  
 
1.  What didn’t the king like about the 3 Hebrew bo ys? 
2. Why did they choose not to worship him?  
3. Did they know what would probably happen to them ? 
4. Why is it hard to do what is right sometimes? 
5. Should we do the wrong thing just because if we don’t someone may laugh at us or 

even threaten to hurt us? 
6. If we trust in Jesus and do what is right, what do you think will happen every time? 
7. What happened to the 3 boys in the story? 
8. Talk about times you trusted in God and made the  right choices. 
 
Family Activity : 
 
One evening this week, take you family on a penny h ike.  At each intersection you come 
to, flip a penny:  heads you go right and tails you  go left.  During your hike, talk about 
making right choices.  You make right choices only when Jesus is in your heart.  Without 
Jesus all your choices are like flipping a penny, s ometimes they turn out and sometimes 
they don’t.  Talk about the benefits of making righ t choices even if it doesn’t please 
friends or others.
