that belongs to God alone.  God chose you to tell a bout the wonderful 
things he has done.”

SCRIPTURE TO SHARE:  
 “One day Moses was taking care of Jethro’s sheep.  Jethro was the priest of 
Midian and also Moses’ father-in-law.  Moses led th e sheep to the west side of the desert.  
He came to Sinnai, the mountain of God.  There the angel of the Lord appeared to Moses 
in flames of fire coming out of a bush.  Moses saw that the bush was on fire, but it was 
not burning up.  So Moses said, ‘I will go closer t o this strange thing.  How can a bush 
continue burning without burning up?’  The Lord saw  Moses was coming to look at the 
bush.  So God called to him from the bush, ‘Moses, Moses!’  And Moses said, ‘Here I am.’  
Then God said, ‘Do not come any closer.  Take off y our sandals.  You are standing on 
holy ground.  I am the God of your ancestors.  I am  the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac 
and the God of Jacob.’  Moses covered his face beca use he was afraid to look at God.  I 
have heard the cries of the people of Israel.  I ha ve seen the way the Egyptians have 
made life hard for them.  So now I am sending you t o the king of Egypt.  Go!  Bring my 
people, the Israelites, out of Egypt!’  But Moses s aid to God, ‘I am not a great man!  Why 
should I be the one to go to the king and lead the Israelites out of Egypt?’  God said, ‘I 
will be with you.  This will be the proof that I am  sending you:  You will lead the people 
out of Egypt.  Then all of you will worship me on t his mountain.”
